Guided by an
advanced type of artificial
intelligence the electromechanical
power source has the ability to
replace muscle function around
the knee joint.

The result is an outstanding
function, unmatched by any
other product, allowing the user
to ascend stairs and cover
longer distances, for example,
with significantly reduced effort.
Now in the later stages of its
development the Power Knee
expects to be on the market in
2006.

One of Carolyn’s first tasks was
to join a team of international
speakers in Japan to present a
three-day course entitled The
Total Solution for Transfemoral
Amputees. Local prosthetists
joined the team in Osaka to
learn more about providing
multi-disciplinary solutions to
user needs.

Measuring
SUCCESS

PACE is committed to the
objective measurement
of the impact of
advanced multi-
disciplinary
interventions in
prosthetic
rehabilitation. Not

only will this help
clinicians plan
treatment

programmes, it can
also demonstrate to
funders that
interventions have
tangible value.

PACE is developing a
measuring process to
record two important
parameters, namely physical
characteristics of the use of

the prosthesis and a person’s
experience of using it. To gather
this information two data collection
tools have been trialled.

The first is the Patient Activity
Monitor (PAM), a device that is
mounted on the prosthesis for a
week in order to record variables
such as impact, step length,
walking speed etc. The second is
the Trinity Amputation & Prosthetic
Experience Scales (TAPES) - a
questionnaire which measures an
individual's experience of living
with their prosthesis.

The early results are encouraging.
The team believes that by using
these tools it will be possible to
provide a credible measure on the
impact of multi-disciplinary
intervention over a period of time.
The methodology will now be
developed at PACE and together
with other details routinely used as
a start- and endpoint for significant
episodes of treatment.

To test the effectiveness of the
data collection PACE invited a
number of clients to enrol on a
trial. Data was collected prior to
treatment commencing and then
once treatment was completed.
Results are being analysed per
individual in order to record any
change taking place as a result of
the intervention.
